Level 3 Certificate in Counselling Studies Course (CST-L3)

Thank you for expressing an interest in the Level 3 Certificate in Counselling Studies course offered by Barnabas Counselling Training.  The Course is recognised by the Association of Christian Counsellors (ACC) and accredited by the Counselling & Psychotherapy Central Awarding Body (CPCAB).  

The Level 3 Certificate course is suitable for students who have already completed the CPCAB Level 2 Certificate in Counselling Skills or an equivalent course of study (with a minimum of 75 guided learning hours).  An Introduction to Counselling course would not be sufficient to apply for the Level 3 course unless you had other prior learning or experience.  If you are uncertain as to whether you would qualify for the course, please send details of your prior training, including course title and course hours, to the BCT office and we would be able to advise further.   The Level 3 Certificate course is considered to be at a level equivalent to A Level. It is recommended that applicants have a GCSE/O level in Maths and English.  

The next Level 3 course at Pilgrims Hall in Brentwood (Ongar Road, Brentwood, CM15 9SA) will be starting on Friday 4th October 2019 with sessions to be held once a month from 9.00am-5.30pm on the following dates:

Term 1

4th October, 18th October, 8th November, 6th December

Term 2

10th January 2020, 7th February, 6th March, 3rd April

Term 3

1st May, 5th June, 3rd July, 17th July
The CPCAB external assessment will be held on 3rd July 2020 so students will need to be able to attend on that day. 

An overview of the course topics is enclosed, together with an application form.  

The main requirements of the course are as follows and students are asked to carefully consider the level of commitment required for the training:-

1.
a minimum of 90% attendance rate at training days.  (This means that you can miss no more than one of the training sessions without needing to make up time on another course.  BCT tries to arrange for students to make up time but this depends on course locations).

successfully undertaking written assignments as outlined below:-
· Initial Learning Statement
· One essay (1500-2000 words)
· Personal learning journal, showing where you have met the course criteria set by CPCAB 

· One book review (1000 words)
· Case study based on Live Skills sessions on the course
· Self review

CPCAB external assessment: watching a 25 minute video and completing a 1½ one hour paper under exam conditions

interactive group activities, practical role play exercises leading onto live skills practice.
The course costs £1200 which includes fees for registration with CPCAB.    An initial deposit of £300 is payable and BCT offers students the facility to spread remaining payments with the balance payable in 10 monthly instalments of £90.00 from October – July.  Full details are included in the Terms and Conditions.
If you wish to apply for a place on the course, please complete the application form and return it together with your course deposit of £300 payable to “Barnabas Counselling Training Ltd” by 31st July 2019.    Please ask your Minister or Church Leader to complete the Confidential Reference form in support of your application.  If you are unable to provide a Minister’s reference please ask someone who can comment on your character and suitability for this training.  We also provide a standard reference form for completion by your Level 2 course tutor.
