Level 3 Certificate in Counselling Studies Course (CST-L3)

Thank you for expressing an interest in the Level 3 Certificate in Counselling Studies course offered by Barnabas Counselling Training.  The Course is recognised by the Association of Christian Counsellors (ACC) and accredited by the Counselling & Psychotherapy Central Awarding Body (CPCAB).  

The Level 3 Certificate course is suitable for students who have already completed the CPCAB Level 2 Certificate in Counselling Skills or an equivalent course of study (with a minimum of 75 guided learning hours).  An Introduction to Counselling course would not be sufficient to apply for the Level 3 course unless you had other prior learning or experience.  If you are uncertain as to whether you would qualify for the course, please send details of your prior training, including course title and course hours, to the BCT office and we would be able to advise further.   The Level 3 Certificate course is considered to be at a level equivalent to A Level. It is recommended that applicants have a GCSE/O level in Maths and English.  

The next Level 3 course in Guernsey will be starting on Saturday 16th May with sessions to be held on Saturdays from 9.30am-6.00pm at The Institute, Princess Elizabeth Hospital, Rue Mignot, St Martin’s, GY4 6UU on the following dates:

Term 1

16th May, 23rd May, 27th June, 18th July
Term 2
5th September, 10th October, 7th November, 12th December

Term 3

16th January, 13th February, 13th March, 10th/17th/24th April (date tbc)  

The CPCAB external assessment will be held in April 2021 and we await CPCAB’s confirmation of the date.  Students will need to be able to attend on that day. 

An overview of the course topics is enclosed, together with an application form.    The next step in the application process would be a telephone interview with the course tutor if you have previously a Barnabas Level 2 course.  Applicants who have not completed a Barnabas Level 2 course would be invited for interview in person and this would include a role play skills assessment.
The course costs £1200 which includes fees for registration with CPCAB.    An initial deposit of £300 is payable and BCT offers students the facility to spread remaining payments with the balance payable in 10 monthly instalments of £90.00 from May 2020 – April 2021.  
If you wish to apply for a place on the course, please complete the application form and return it together with your course deposit of £300 payable to “Barnabas Counselling Training Ltd” by 1st April 2020.  Please ask your Minister or Church Leader to complete the Confidential Reference form in support of your application.  If this is not appropriate please ask someone who can comment on your character and suitability for this training.  We also provide a standard reference form for completion by your Level 2 course tutor.
